‘Bleed' is the area of your design that's trimmed
off when it's cut to it's final size. Extending your
design into the bleed area ensures that the trim
blade cuts into the design which means the white
edges of the paper will not show. At Mixam, for
hardcover book products we need a 0.8" bleed.

Please avoid putting any text that needs to be
read into this area as it will not be presented
correctly. Do extend the design into the Bleed
area if you want to avoid having white margins.

The 0.8" Bleed area contains the following:

‘Wrap under bleed area’
This area covers 0.6" and is made up of 0.2" inner
overhang and 0.4" to wrap under the endpaper.

‘Wrap around bleed area’

This area includes the 0.12" bleed for outer
overhang and the 0.08mm for book fore edge.
The Bleed area will be wrapped around the inside
of the front and back covers of the book.

It's best that you add bleed before you upload
your document. Some programs - like InDesign,
lllustrator and Photoshop — allow you to do this.
If you need any advice, just give us a call.
